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Oxfam Case Study Analysis: the issues tree

Read through each case study in groups.
Ask pupils to identify:
· the barriers women face in this example

· some of the solutions that are helping them overcome the barriers

· the benefits to the women, the local community and wider society for these solutions.

Use an ‘issues tree’ template like the one below to help pupils record their thoughts. Ask pupils to draw their own trees with space to write the barriers/solutions/benefits.
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After analysing the case study, ask groups to share what happened in different examples. This could be done like a ‘marketplace’, with pupils from different groups moving around and finding out about each example.

You could also ask pupils to display their issue trees for the different case studies using pictures from the examples and quotes.
